Developmental psychology of a creative person under
special living conditions

The chapter covers the results of the empirical study
of psychological peculiarities of development of a creative
person under special living conditions, represents an author
psycho-fractal model of development of a creative person. It
has been empirically proved that the process of interaction
between the creative person and the «time-space»
environment happens according to the S-frame: during the
first — passive — period of the primary attraction (concave
part of the S-frame) the creative person is formed on the
background of maturation of certain brain structures
(vertical, horizontal, lateral) different furcation factors
influence it («trauma» phenomenon -  <«meeting»
phenomenon) and thus a unique «psycho-fractal matrix» of
a future creator is formed. The own psych-fractal matrix
during the closing stage (after 17-18 years) - secondary
attraction - formation and final maturing of all brain
structures (convex part of the S-frame) demands new
implementation - in the creative person a sort of «answer»
to external actions arises — the wish to create the own virtual
space (the space of actually independent - original
creativity), which first manifests through creation of own real
space. Since in adolescence the formation of absolutely all
brain structures ends and the period of regression and
revision of the previous experience starts, the crisis states in
which the young creative person turns out to be are fully
explainable. Exactly during this period various «escapes»
happen - beginning with trips to other places (cities,
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villages, countries) or refusal of creative work up to attempts
to commit suicide (escape to «other worlds»). During this
revision which is not only the return to the previous
experience, but first of all the return to the initial psych-
fractal matrix, a search for own means of creative self-
expression takes place. The initial (child) psycho-fractal
matrix is a kind of «formula» of further development of the
«initial fractal» into a range of the self-similar and the
striving to a constant renewal, especially in crisis situations,
functions all through the life.

Professional reflection of future psychologists as a
prerequisite of their personal growth

Reflection in a global (but not restricted -
epistemological sense) includes a lot of processes such as
self-understanding and understanding of other people, self-
assessment and evaluation of others, self-interpretation and
interpretation of others, etc. With the help of reflection the
person reached the consciousness of another man, prior
assessment of the actual and future states of the
consciousness and reflexive action. Thus, the reflection is in
the paradigm between «already» and «not yet», something
that «has become» and <«has not become» providing
understanding of the past and predicting the future.

Based on the analysis of researches of the problem of
reflection in a professional activity, we define professional
reflection as a psychological mechanism of professional self-
improvement and self-actualization, personal growth of the
psychologist, manifested in the ability of the psychologist to
take the analytical stance on the client, to respect him/her
and psychologists’ own professional activity, one of the
criteria of formation of which is a professional psychological
readiness to implement this activity.

groups». 2. «Attempts to increase the effectiveness of
teaching activities are argumented» -  «distributed
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fragmentary ideas about past and present pedagogical
achievements». 3. «Social role of the teacher in the
conditions of planetary competition between the states» - «a
powerful translation between different generations outside
the school (educational territory) of negative educational
experience and authoritarian relationships». 4. «Social
requirements to teacher» - «leveling his age and gender
characteristics». 5. «High social requirements to teacher» -
«stable age dynamics of progressive parenting educational
competence» (so, it is noted that the presence of the father
and not the mother in the center of school problems,
potentially is more significant indicator of the general level of
family interest in cooperation with school).

The chapter is devoted to the consideration of features
of psychological support for the training of specialists for
activities in special and extreme conditions. The
psychological features of training of specialists for activities
in special and extreme conditions are analyzed; the main
conditions of preparation of youth for decision-making in
special and extreme conditions of activity are determined;
the features of preparation of students for making strategic
life decisions as conditions of personality formation of the
future specialist are presented; the propositions of
consideration of subjective entropy in the training of
specialists for activities in extreme conditions are given; the
statements on psychological support of specialists in special
conditions of activity are generalized.

As the success of implementing professional tasks
depends not only on the ability to take cognitive emotionally
tense decisions, but also on the personality’s readiness to
make strategic life decisions, there is a highlighted separate
unit of the features of preparation of youth for fateful
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decisions (regarding the choice of profession, companion of
life, their own position in life), which affect all the further life
of the personality. Considering that in addition to acquiring
the basic professional qualities and abilities, it is necessary
to search for new parameters and characteristics that can
help track the various defects of the human psychics in
extreme situations, one of such indicators we propose to
consideration is the subjective entropy, which is also
presented by a separate chapter.

Subjective entropy is a characteristic of the degree of
uncertainty in difficult situations, but its growth can not be
considered as the unequivocal increase in the intensity of the
emotional-volitional sphere or an increase in the anxiety of
the individual. Entropy of the subject is considered by us as
a quantitative characteristic of its mental condition during a
problem situation. The level of entropy of certain advantages
(level of uncertainty of desires) characterizes the degree of
mental tension of the personality. Moreover, the higher is
the subjective entropy, the higher is this tension.

To the psychological support of specialists in special
and extreme conditions are related well-known, as well as
specific for the specified activity, receptions and methods of
psychological care.

It was revealed that during the period of professional
training the personal development of a cadet is subject to
changes, reorganization, essential internal transformations;
Adaptation to a new social status, etc. Knowledge of cadets
about the future profession, its own compliance with its
requirements can stimulate their desire for self-
improvement, self-education of the necessary qualities. Due
to the orientation and persistent motives in the process of
training in cadets, professional abilities are formed, and so
on.

Based on the analysis of
scientific approaches, we consider the professional I-concept
of future saviors as a complex personal formation that
integrates the professionalism of activities and personal
values of the workers of the rescue service, ensures
professional self-determination, promotes the development
and perfection of professionally significant qualities.

We propose a theoretical model of structural and
content components of the professional I-concept of future
saviors. In the model, the cognitive, emotional-estimating,
motivational, behavioral and spiritual-value components
which are interdependent are suppressed.

Psychological mechanisms for the formation of a
professional I-concept of cadets are: imitation of officer
behavior, reflection, self-adaptation, spiritual formation, self-
regulation of normative-value relation to others, self-
evaluation.

Applying Innovative Technologies in the Process of
Future Psychologists’ Training

The paragraph outlines four stages of establishing
distance learning at Lviv State University of Life Safety (LSU
LS) and in particular at Educational and Scientific Institute of
Psychology and Social Security (ESI PSS), detailed analysis
is provided on the example of the Department of Practical
Psychology and Pedagogics (DPPP) of the Institute. The main
reasons of selecting Moodle virtual learning environment at
our University are considered. The prospects of distance
learning implementation at the Educational and Scientific
Institute of Psychology and Social Security in the process of
future psychologists’ training are described. Peculiarities of
distance learning organization at the Department of PPP,
especially development of distance courses (DC), personnel
training for organization of a new learning technology and
ways of its promotion at the Department, our Institute,
University, in Ukraine, and abroad are analyzed.

According to the author, including courses on theory nd
practice of distance learning with lectures and practical
classes, where viable distance courses are compiled, has
development prospects. Within the course Theory and
Practice of Distance Learning (TPDL), which graduate cadets
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a and students take at the Department of PPP, they have an
opportunity to create distance courses which will be used in
the process of studying.

For example, during the first semester of 2015-2016
academic year, graduate students specializing in Practical
Psychology compiled 24 distance courses for departments of
the Institute of Psychology and Social Security during
practical classes of the TPDL course. 6 out of 24 compiled
distance courses cover psychological disciplines. The
materials for compiling distance courses were provided or
suggested by lecturers of the Department of PPP. Lecturers
were authors of the course materials and suggested
methodology for compiling them, while cadets and students
developed the course. During 2016-2017 academic year,
lecturers, cadets and students, who had practical classes on
TPDL, compiled and renewed 32 DC. Lecturers of other
departments of the Institute use new and renewed DC at
practical classes and lectures. The compiled distance courses
are the basis for displaying and researching psychological
and pedagogical peculiarities of distance and blended
learning  organization and implementation at the
undergraduate, graduate, and postgraduate level projects
and theses.

The results of the research and application of distance
courses, foreign and Ukrainian experience of distance
learning implementation at LSU LS are presented in a
monograph, doctoral thesis, textbooks, scientific articles,
reports in Ukrainian and foreign publications and
conferences, which helps to promote innovative technologies
in Ukraine and abroad.

Professional direction of the individual work of
